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Born in Calgary (Alberta, Canada) (1963) Donald Lawrence has a BFA from the University of Victoria (1986) and an MFA from York University (1988). He lives in Kamloops where and is currently Chair of the Visual and Performing Arts Department at Thompson Rivers University. Through such bodies of work as The Beach (1985), Romantic Commodities (1993), The Sled (1995), The Underwater Pinhole Photography Project (since 1997) and Torhamvan/Ferryland (2005), Fiddle Reef Remembered – Portable Lighthouse (2006 and ongoing) Lawrence uses combinations of photography, sculpture, drawing and installation to relate stories of travel, exploration and mechanical invention to a broader interest in the meeting place of urban and wilderness culture and to his specific interest in sea kayaking – a pursuit which has taken him to Alaska, Maine, and Scotland’s Outer Hebrides. A range of interdisciplinary research projects has created points of intersection between his art-making and such other pursuits as: teaching, field schools and workshops, writing/publication projects, community practice, etc. Lawrence has received numerous research and other grants including as the principal researcher of a Research/Creation project, through the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council. 
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
